Saturday’s “Roe Memorial Mass, Rally and Dallas March for Life” Marks First Time Catholics and Baptists March Side By Side in Downtown Dallas 

“Roe v. Wade, which ushered in legalized abortion in our country, started at our own courthouse in Dallas, and we want to see it end here,” said Karen Garnett, executive director of the Catholic Pro-Life Committee.  “President-elect Obama ran on a theme of ‘Change We Need.’  The change we need the most in our country is the restoration of the legal protection of unborn children.
