Late-Term Abortions

The battle at
8616 Greenville
Ave. is still
being waged
through peaceful
prayer, silent
witness and
community
outreach at the
Southwest
Women's Surgery Center in north Dallas.
The new late-term abortion facility opened
its doors in October 2009 and has been
killing unborn babies ever since.

The facility is run by long-time abortionist
Dr. Curtis Boyd, who has a deep-rooted
abortion history in Dallas since 1973. Boyd
admitted to Channel 8 news that he
performed 300,000 abortions during this
time. Among the dead in his record is 22-
year-old Vanessa Preston, who died in 1991
from complications after having an abortion

continues to perform abortions today.

Even with the largest crowd ever assembled in Dallas history in commemoration of the
Roe vs. Wade decision, the mood at the 2010 Roe Memorial Mass, Rally and Dallas
March for Life seemed more intense, the need for change more clear.

“We must never give up! Fifty million people have already lost their lives because too
many people have stood on the sidelines on this issue for too long...,” exclaimed Dallas
Bishop Kevin Farrell during the afternoon rally as 7,000 pro-life attendees cheered in

front of the Earle Cabell Courthouse in downtown Dallas.

The Routh street abortion center in the
4300 block of North Central Expressway
saw 500 people descending from shuttle
busses to pray the Rosary at 8 a.m. before heading over to Guadalupe Cathedral
| for the pro-life Memorial Mass.
